Walk and Bike Punch Cards

1.	Give each student who participates in the walking group one card to keep on their backpack.
2.	On the second Friday of the month, students who join the walking group will get one circle marked off their card and will also receive a charm for their charm bracelet. Walking group leaders can mark off the cards and provide the charms to students.
3.	When a student has five circles marked off, they get a prize or are entered into a raffle for a larger prize, as determined by the school. Repeat for the next five circles.
4.	When a card has been completed, the student gets a new blank card. Contact your Safe Routes to School Coordinator for more cards if needed: 

Overhead Announcement
The overhead announcement should be delivered at the end of the day on the second Thursday to promote Friday’s walking group. The announcement can be done by school staff, a parent volunteer, or students. 
“Good afternoon students,

Frequent Walk, Roll, and Bike Club Punch Cards

3. Laminate the cards
4. Use a whole punch to punch a hole on the blue dot circle
5. Use a string or chain to make the card into a backpack key chain
